The cost of publishing The Liberty Belhas nearly dou-
bled over the past year. Paper prices have increased
significantly, and a decrease in on-hand inventories of-
ten delays publication. Mailing costs have risen due to
recent postal changes, and new regulations are adding
fees for CASScertified addressing and tabbing. But,
more than any other reason, production costs are
greater because the newsletter had, for years, been pro-
duced significantly below -cost by a printer who is no
longer available.

The increasing cost of printing and mailing the news-
letter, along with the demand for money to fund the
youth programs, is driving the need to change the
means for distributing this quarterly publication. For
that purpose, the publication of the Liberty Bellwill start
focusing towards email distribution. Email distribution
shortens turn-around time and provides the ability to
publish in color at virtually no cost. Email subscribers
get a better product, and they get it quicker.

In the near future, the Kansas SAR chapters will be
requesting members' email addresses. These will be
used for distributing the Liberty Bell to members by
email. In addition, members will be given the opportu-
nity to elect to receive the Liberty Bell solely by email,
foregoing the printed version. This is where costs can
be reduced. Members are encouraged to elect to receive
the Liberty Bellby email only. This will reduce the num-
ber of newsletters that need to be printed and mailed.
