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118™ ANNUAL CONFERENCE MAKES HISTORY

The Kansas Society 118th Annual Confer-
ence conducted on March 20, 2010 was historic for
many reasons. Held at Fort Leavenworth, the event
retained the core of an annual meeting while present-
ing new facets to the attendees.

Attendees compared the late winter setting at the
Fort to what it must have been like at Valley Forge in
1777. But the blowing snow did not deter all compatri-
ots from braving the elements as they traveled by auto
from distant locations such as Fort Scott, Wichita, and
Oklahoma City. The weather conditions provided a
unique backdrop for the Conference.

What made this Annual Conference historic was the
presence of the NSSAR President General and the revised
one-day format for an off -year meeting. Maybe the snow
helped, too. Attendees and guests met with Edward F.
Butler, the President General, who had flown in from Chi-
cago on a return trip to his home in San Antonio, TX.

published since converting to email subscription. The Lib-
erty Bell was emailed to 518 subscribers and sent to the
webmaster for posting to the KSSSAR website on February
5. The printed version was mailed to 32 subscribers at a
cost of $85, which includes first class postage, copying
costs, and supplies (labels and tabs).

There are several immediate effects of switching the
means of distributing the newsletter, going from print/
mail to email. Bulk mailing cannot be used since the num-
ber of mailed pieces have fallen below 200, so the postage
rate goes from $.16 to $.44 for each newsletter. The news-
letters will now be copied rather than printed since the
print setup cost makes the latter infeasible for a small
number of newsletters; this slightly lessens production
quality. The email process is also affected; it will need to
be spread across two days because my email account pro-
vider limits the number of outgoing emails to 500 per day.

The BOG approved a motion to terminate the Bulk Mailing
Account (permit #341) since it is no longer needed.

Consistent with trends throughout NSSAR, 2010
KSSSAR dues payments have declined somewhat. In 2009
the BOG approved reducing award values for youth com-
petitions and changing the means of distributing the Lib-
erty Bell to email. These actions should significantly re-
duce our operating expenses going forward. However,
careful budgeting for 2010 is required.
